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Standard/Policy:

It is the policy of the Northern Marianas College (NMC) that no one shall be denied admission or readmission to the
NMC on the basis of race, gender, creed, color, religion, sexual preference, national origin, age, marital status,
pregnancy, veteran's status, disability, or genetic information (GINA) other than qualifications for admission,
academic performance and conduct in accord with CNMI laws and regulations and College rules, policies, and
procedures applicable to student conduct.

Falsification or willful suppression by an individual of any information called for on an application for admission, and
other applications and documents submitted to NMC, may be grounds for cancellation of admission, suspension or
expulsion from NMC. All documents submitted to the NMC will become legal property of NMC and any fees paid are
forfeited.

NMC may deny admission, readmission, or continuing enroliment of any individual who, in the judgment of NMC,
presents a risk to the safety and welfare of the campus and persons thereon.

The College shall establish admission requirements, deadlines, and programs to enroll students consistent with its
mission. An application for admission is required for all applicants pursuing enrollment in academic credit courses.
